(b) Budget – to discuss and approve the budget for 2026/27 - proposed increase is £2 for a Band D property. This will mean that a Band D property (the average property) will pay £49.50 for 2026/27. This will increase the precept from £17,898 to £19,379. This is needed to cover the removal of the Local Council Support Grant, the imposition of Employers National insurance (due to the lowering of the threshold to £5,000), clerk’s salary increase and inflation to costs of services and insurance.
